In formal 
documents, presentations, and 
homilies outlining the purpose of this 
Jubilee Year of Mercy, Pope Francis 
explains that compassion and 
understanding for those in difficult 
situations is not only our individual 
responsibility, but something the 
whole Church officially needs to 
manifest. Today’s Acts of the 
Apostles reading presents a moving 
example of the early church doing 
precisely that. Prayerful openness to 
the Holy Spirit assures the assembly 

that they have not acted alone in 
discerning the correct resolution: “It is 
the decision of the Holy Spirit and of 
us.” And they have chosen the 
compassionate response: “not to place 
on you any burden beyond these 
necessities” (Acts 15:28). Yet how 
daringly creative—the Jewish majority 
sets aside lifelong rituals that establish 
spiritual identity and express covenant 
fidelity. How radically trustful—the 
church affirms universally valid 
principles while respecting uniquely 
local and personal situations. Exactly 
the grace Pope Francis prays this 
Jubilee Year will renew in today’s 
Church!
